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Commissions and customized artwork commissions, 
both private and corporate, are an important aspect of 
my creative life. As well as the challenge of meeting the 
client’s requirements, I am rewarded by the interesting 
subject matter that I might otherwise never have had 
the pleasure of drawing and painting.

In addition to new original artworks I am able to 
“customize” the existing series of images in my various 
galleries. Inserting text into movie marquees and 
billboards for instance. Dedications can be specially 
printed along the bottom of the artwork when the 
recipient needs to be acknowledged for various 
reasons. I can insert additional buildings, signs, logos, 
vehicles and/or figures. 

Anything you can imagine, within reason, I can make 
presentable for an additional fee.
